JAPANESE VOYAGER
ORDERED HOME

SAN FRANCISCO, August 14 (A.A.P.-Reuter).—Fearless
Pacific voyager Kenichi Horie, 23-year-old Japanese, has been
ordered by his angry father “to come straight home.”

Horie, a car spare parts
salesman, sailed into San
Francisco on Sunday after
a 5.000-mile lone voyage
from Osaka in a 19-foot
boat.

Horie said that sailing the
Pacific alone “was to me

Although Horie had been

sailing for seven or eight
years, he had never voyaged
further than 100 miles from
his Osaka home.

When his father and Gov-
ernment authorities refused
him permission to leave
Japan, he sailed anyway,
and, for three months, sur-
vived five severe storms.
three days of sea-sickness,
and ncver once saw land on
his 93-day trir until  he
sighted the California coast.

His family was frantic
with worry and the Japanese
Maritime Agency gave him
up for dead,

His boat, the Mermaid.
had no ecngine, but had

direction finder, sextant,
compass and charts.

Horie set out with 2.000
yen in cash (about £3), 100lb
of tinned food and rice, 60
bottles of beer, and four
bottles of sake.

He caught fish to supple-
ment his diet. When he
arrived in San Francisco he
had enough food left for
another month at sea, and
had drunk only 26 bottles
of beer and only half the
sake.

_ Only once during the en-
tire trip, he said, did he
wish he had stayed at home.
